! nally got on the board with a 32-yard ! eld goal by Joey Gar-
giulo midway through the second quarter … Lenoir-Rhyne 
junior quarterback Major Herron and senior fullback Anthony 
Silvers each led the Bears on the ground with 101 yards 
while Herron scored three ! rst-half rushing touchdowns … 
Lenoir-Rhyne held Chowan to 164 yards of total offense in 
the ! rst-ever meeting between the two schools.

Lenoir-Rhyne remains at home to face Concord next Sat-
urday beginning at 7 p.m. … L-R leads the all-time series 
with Concord, 6-2, while the Mountain Lions prevailed in last 
year’s contest by a 52-45 in overtime in Athens, W.Va., on 
September 5, 2009 … Concord (1-0) opened the season 
last Thursday with a 72-21 victory over Southern Virginia at 
home.
